Because each organization or board may have different requirements as to what
would qualify, SOBA is pleased to present a PDH Program for its 2010 National
Boating Access Conference. This program includes a separate information fact
sheet on each eligible conference session, plus an estimate of the duration and
hours earned.

Attendees will be responsible for determining which sessions would qualify as PDH
for their particular Association or Board. This will only work for those groups that
allow self determination of their PDH requirements. The moderator for each
session will initial your log sheet indicating attendance after each session. At the
end of the conference, you will be required to submit your log sheets to the SOBA
registration table, and you will be sent a completion certificate showing the
eligible PDH you received within a few weeks of the completion of the conference.
